I heard the following quotation years ago 
and it sticks with me still:

but first it will p*** you off.ò 

  The reality is there are times we do not like 
hearing the truth. It can make us question 
ourselves. It can make us feel vulnerable. It 
can scare us. Yet, when we sit with the truth 
and acknowledge it the truth can help us 
learn and grow. 
  So, here is some truth ï we at St. James 
are at a tipping point. The reality is that 
where our worship attendance was stable 
for the first 6 years of my ministry here, and 
pretty stable before that, over the last 4 
years it has declined. Part of this is due to 
the loss of members through death, part of it 
is because of people who can no longer 
come regularly because of health reasons, 
and another part is because people do not 
see worship as a primary focus of their lives. 
Along with this, there have been less people 
willing to step up and help with the minis-
tries of the congregation. It means our min-
istry is struggling.
